· Consult Canadian NGOs for input prior to the High Level Meeting on HIV/AIDS in order to inform the delegation of the position of civil society on various issues and to formulate input to the draft Political Declaration and Outcome Documents. 

· Participate in teleconferences/preliminary meetings for delegates and in daily stand-up meetings at the High Level Meeting on HIV/AIDS;

· Provide information and advice from a civil society perspective to the head and other members of the delegation at the High Level Meeting HIV/AIDS;
· Participate in related events (e.g. thematic sessions, side events);

· Sign a Confidentiality and Non-Disclosure Agreement and abide by its terms;
· Provide feedback to the community on the process and outcomes of the High Level Meeting on HIV/AIDS;
· Write a short (1-2 pages) report based on their impressions of the High Level Meeting on HIV/AIDS and submit it to the Public Health Agency of Canada.
